Statement from Tim Blackman regarding an article published in the Times newspaper on 29th March 2006
“It wasn’t my intention to make this offer public until I gave evidence in Tokyo next month, but as it was highlighted in a court hearing I felt it necessary to respond in the article.”
“Like any father who’s gone through a tragedy like this, I want justice for my daughter and therefore find a cash offer to remain silent very distasteful.”
“I will appear in Tokyo on April 25th to face the accused in court where I will give a true and frank statement into how Lucie’s death has affected me and my family. Obviously for legal reasons, I can make no further comment”
